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8.1.4.PICTURE VIEWER
1. Press [OK] over the fi le .JPG that you want to show.
2.The selected image will be shown in the screen and the 

reproduction of the images will start in slide show way.
3. You can rotate the picture with the buttons [  ]. (OSD

8.1.5. SORT FILE
1. Select the option [Sort] to open the Sort window (OSD 59). 

Press [ ] to select and [OK] to confi rm your choice.

8.2. RECORD MANAGEMENT
With this option of the menu, you can reproduce, rename, 
block and delete recordings (OSD 60).

8.2.1. HOW TO REPRODUCE A RECORDING
If you want to reproduce a recording, you only have to select 
it and press the key [OK]. As long as you do not press [OK] 
key, you will see a pre-visualization of the recorded fi le in the 
window (OSD 61).

Off: the receiver will no store any channel information. If the
